� A pre-payment meter is used to avoid running 
up debt.
� There are signs of damp such as 
condensation on window sills or mouldy 
patches.
� The fuel bills are too high.
� Money is owed for fuel.
� The home is draughty.
� The home is usually too cold.
� The person wears lots of clothes indoors.
